This RFP seeks providers of high quality out-of-school time (OST) programs to be delivered at three Montgomery County Middle Schools.  The programs must include activities related to one or more of the following: STEM (science, technology, engineering and math); Reading and Literacy; Career Exploration; Leadership with Civic Engagement; Creative Arts (music, theater, creative writing photography/film making, arts and crafts, sewing, cooking, etc.).  The Collaboration Council has approximately $400,000 to divide among three participating middle schools.   The goal is to have an array of programming for 30 weeks organized into 10 week sessions, operating four days/week until 5:15 pm.

This RFP’s integrated program design is a collaboration with Montgomery County Public Schools and the Montgomery County Recreation Department to achieve Excel Beyond the Bell’s goals at the school level, through designated on-site after school coordination staff; joint outreach and recruitment of students; assignment of space; provision of free after school supper; scheduled activity bus transportation; cross agency professional development and communications; quality program assessment; and data collection and accountability.  National research and system-building experiences have identified this approach to be effective in engaging youth for positive developmental and academic outcomes. 

Target Schools:
These Excel Beyond the Bell Out-of-School-Time funded services must be delivered to youth at Argyle Middle School, Roberto Clemente Middle School or A. Mario Loiederman Middle School.  Services cannot be provided at any other location.

Eligible Offerors 
Private nonprofit corporations with 501(c)3 status, for-profit corporations, or public entities are eligible to submit proposals.  Offerors must have a demonstrated track record of providing high quality out-of-school time programs for youth, especially middle school students who are low income and culturally diverse.
